During the school week, your child will have read their reading practice 
book 3 times. They will have three reading practice sessions on Tuesday, 
Wednesday and Thursday, which the children with a different focus for 
each session. This will always be completed with an adult in small groups.

Å Session 1: Decoding- using their skills to decode new unfamiliar words 

and explore the meaning of new words.

Å Session 2: Prosody- reading with expressions

Å Session 3: Comprehension- understanding the text and be able to 

answer questions about what they have read.



At Home

Please listen to your child read. Your child will be developing confidence 
and fluency so you should listen with interest, encourage and praise. If your 
child is willing, it would be great if you could talk about the book but only if 
they are interested. We want to develop lifelong readers who enjoy reading 
and not make it a chore for you or your child. 

Reading practice books will go home on a Thursday and will be expected 
back in school for the following Monday .

There will be a replacement cost for any lost or broken books. These 
books are available from Amazon, WH Smiths etcso if you choose to replace it 
yourself, that is fine. Please remember that these books are used for the next 
group of children.



At Home

Your child will bring home a reading practice book, library book, a sheet 
explaining the learning for the week in phonics and spellings.



English is linked to our topics where possible. This allows more exposure 
to vocabulary and deepening of their knowledge in this area.

Phonics to begin and then we will be moving onto Year 2 spellings, 
looking at rules from the Year 2 curriculum.
